1. Descrierea programului de studii

Description of the Study Programme

Programul de studii de master in Compozitia artistica a spaiilor verzi este conceput pentru formarea avansati
a specialistilor in proiectarea estetica, valorificarea artistica si gestionarea sustenabila a spatiilor verzi din
mediul urban si rural. Acesta imbina dimensiunea creativi cu fundamentele ecologice si tehnologiile actuale,
promovind o abordare integrata a peisajului ca opera de arta functionala.

Misiunea programului constd in dezvoltarea competentelor teoretice si aplicative ale studentilor prin
integrarea principiilor estetice, ecologice si tehnologice in compozitia spatiilor verzi, in acord cu tendintele
contemporane din arhitectura peisagerd, arta ambientala si urbanismul artistic. Accentul se pune pe
dezvoltarea unei viziuni personale si critice in conceperea spatiilor publice verzi cu valoare artistica si
functionala.

Programul oferd un cadru academic si de cercetare favorabil aprofundirii proceselor de analiza vizuala si
spatiala, dezvoltarii strategiilor de compozitie artistica si exploririi solutiilor tehnologice moderne precum
modelarea digitala 3D, simularea luminii si culorii in peisaj si aplicarea conceptelor de arta conceptuala in
spatii verzi.

Curricula este structurata astfel incat sa ofere atat o cunoastere aprofundati a stilurilor clasice si moderne de
compozitie artisticd a peisajului, cat si abilitati aplicate in utilizarea materialelor vegetale si nevegetale, in
conformitate cu principiile armoniei cromatice, echilibrului vizual si simbolismului spatial.

The Master's program in Artistic Composition of Green Spaces is designed to train professionals in the aesthetic
design, artistic enhancement, and sustainable management of green spaces in both urban and rural contexts. It merges
creative expression with ecological foundations and current technologies, promoting an integrated vision of the
landscape as a functional work of art,

The mission of the program is to develop students’ theoretical and practical competencies by integrating aesthetic,
ecological, and technological principles in the composition of green spaces, in line with contemporary trends in
landscape architecture, environmental art, and artistic urbanism. Emphasis is placed on cultivating a personal and
critical vision in the creation of public green spaces with artistic and functional value.

The program provides an advanced academic and research framework for visual and spatial analysis, the development
of artistic composition strategies, and the exploration of modern technological tools such as 3D digital modeling, light
and color simulation in landscapes, and the application of conceptual art in green spaces.

The curriculum is structured to offer an in-depth understanding of classical and modern artistic composition styles in
landscape design, alongside practical skills in the use of vegetative and non-vegetative materials, in accordance with
principles of color harmony, visual balance, and spatial symbolism.

Student and graduate achievements are reflected through participation in international exhibitions of landscape art,
themed competitions for the artistic arrangement of urban spaces, interdisciplinary collaborations, and scholarships in
the fields of environmental art, landscape studies, and creative urban design.

By combining traditional compositional techniques with digital tools for modeling and visual expression, the program
shapes professionals capable of creating expressive, sustainable, and resilient green spaces. Artistic Composition of
Green Spaces represents a holistic approach to the interaction between art, nature, and society, addressing the aesthetic,
ecological, and cultural challenges of contemporary landscapes.

Programul de master Compozitia artisticd a spatiilor verzi se aliniaza tendintelor internationale prin integrarea
principiilor sustenabilitatii, designului ecologic, modelarii digitale (BIM/LIM), esteticii spatiale si interventiei
artistice in peisaj. Continuturile din planul de invatimant reflectd orientirile actuale europene si globale
promovate in standardele CNC din domeniul designului interior si industrial, cum ar fi: colaborarea
interdisciplinara, inovatia tehnologica, adaptabilitatea spatiala si expresia culturala.

Conform documentului CNC pentru Design Interior si Design Industrial, tendintele internationale includ:
integrarea durabilitatii in proiectare, folosirea tehnologiilor avansate (precum modelarea 3D si realitatea
augmentata), accentul pe inovatie si creativitate, colaborarea interdisciplinard, orientarea spre utilizator si
adaptabilitatea spatiului la contextul socio-cultural. Aceste directii sunt perfect compatibile cu continuturile
programului ,,Compozitia artistica a spatiilor verzi”.

Programul de master Compozitia artistica a spafiilor verzi este conceput astfel incit sa rispunda cerintelor
actuale din domeniul designului interior si industrial, printr-o structurd curriculari aliniati la tendintele
internationale in educatia artistica. Disciplinele incluse in planul de invatimant reflecti o abordare complexa
si interdisciplinara, care imbina traditia cu inovatia si deschiderea citre noile tehnologii.

Disciplinele teoretice precum Curente si sinteze in arta modernd si contemporand, Istoria si teoria designului
peisajer fundamenteaza intelegerea conceptelor plastice si a limbajului vizual in relatie cu transformarile
estetice ale spatiului contemporan. Aceste cursuri consolideaza cultura vizuala si stilisticd a masteranzilor,
facilitdnd integrarea expresiilor artistice in contextul actual al amenajarilor peisajere.




Componentele aplicative, precum Sofiware de design peisajer, Plante ornamentale si Materiale si tehnici
constructive de amenajare a peisajului, ofera posibilitatea explordrii creative printr-o varietate de instrumente
tehnice, promovénd sinteza dintre tehnologie, naturd si expresie artisticd. Acest dialog dintre mestesug si
inovatic este esential pentru formarea unor practicieni adaptati cerintelor internationale in arta si designul
peisajului.

Includerea cursului Metodologia cercetdrii sustine dezvoltarea unei gandiri critice si a unei practici artistice
fundamentate teoretic, pregatind absolventii sa contribuie activ la cercetarea si discursul contemporan din
domeniul compozitiei spatiului verde.

The master program Artistic Composition of Green Spaces aligns with international trends by integrating the principles
of sustainability, ecological design, digital modeling (BIM/LIM), spatial aesthetics and artistic intervention in the
landscape. The curriculum contents reflect current European and global orientations promoted in the CNC standards in
the field of interior and industrial design, such as: interdisciplinary collaboration, technological innovation, spatial
adaptability and cultural expression.

According to the CNC document for Interior and Industrial Design, international trends include: the integration of
sustainability in design, the use of advanced technologies (such as 3D modeling and augmented reality), the emphasis
on innovation and creativity, interdisciplinary collaboration, user orientation and the adaptability of space to socio-
cultural context. These directions are perfectly compatible with the contents of the program "Artistic composition of
green spaces”.

The Artistic Composition of Green Spaces Master's program is designed to meet the current demands in the field of
interior and industrial design, through a curricular structure in line with international trends in art education. The
subjects included in the curriculum reflect a complex and interdisciplinary approach, combining tradition with
innovation and openness to new technologies. Theoretical subjects such as Currents and Syntheses in Modern and
Contemporary Art, History and Theory of Landscape Design ground the understanding of plastic concepts and visual
language in relation to the aesthetic transformations of contemporary space. These courses reinforce the visual and
stylistic culture of the master's students, facilitating the integration of artistic expressions in the current context of
landscape design.

The applied components, such as Landscape Design Software, Ornamental Plants and Landscape Design Materials and
Constructive Techniques, offer the possibility of creative exploration through a variety of technical tools, promoting the
synthesis of technology, nature and artistic expression. This dialog between crafismanship and innovation is essential
for the training of practitioners adapted to international demands in landscape art and design.

The inclusion of the Research Methodology course supports the development of critical thinking and theoretically
grounded artistic practice, preparing graduates to actively contribute to contemporary research and discourse in the
field of green space composition.

4. Evaluarea asteptarilor sectorului economic si social

Assessing the Expectations of the Economic and Social Sector

Structura programului de master Compozitia artisticd a spatiilor verzi a fost fundamentata pe analiza corelata
a cerintelor Cadrului National al Calificarilor din Republica Moldova, precum si a celor din Cadrul European
al Calificarilor (EQF), urmarind asigurarea compatibilitatii internationale si relevantei pe piata muncii. Pentru
adaptarea programului de master Compozitia artistica a spatiilor verzi la cerintele reale ale pietei muncii, a
fost realizatd o evaluare sistematica a asteptarilor din sectorul economic si social. Aceasta evaluare a inclus:

*  analiza cerintelor Cadrului National al Calificarilor (CNC) si ale Cadrului European al Calificarilor
(EQF), in vederea stabilirii nivelului de cunostinte, abilitati si competente specifice domeniului 0213
— Arte plastice si 0214 — Arte decorative;

*  studierea fiselor de post din institutii si organizatii potential angajatoare (ateliere de arhitectura
peisagera, firme de design exterior, administratii publice, organizatii de mediu, muzee de artd, industrii
creative etc.);

* consultarea piefei muncii prin aplicarea de chestionare adresate angajatorilor, absolventilor si
specialigtilor din domeniu, pentru a identifica nevoile actuale si a contura profilul de competente dorit;

*  corelarea rezultatelor cercetarii cu tendintele internationale privind pregitirea specialistilor in
peisagistica artistica si design ambiental, pentru a asigura mobilitatea profesionald si integrarea
absolventilor in contexte profesionale variate.

In
order to adapt the Master's program Artistic Composition of Green Spaces to the real requirements of the labor market,
a systematic assessment of the expectations of the economic and social sector was carried out. This assessment included:

This approach, based on real data and dialog with key actors in the creative and environmental sector, supports the
continuous improvement of curricular content and provides a relevant framework for training specialists able to respond
to contemporary challenges of the urban and natural landscape.
